Saskatchewan Awards for Communications Excellence
Lifetime Achievement Award

The “Lifetime Achievement Award” is awarded annually to an individual whose contributions and leadership within the Saskatchewan communications industry have raised the standards and provided credibility to the profession.

Eligibility

Any individual involved in communications activities in Saskatchewan. This individual will demonstrate a history of contribution to the field with a body of work that shows many years of communications excellence.  Potential candidates can be from within communications, marketing or advertising agencies or bodies, non-profit organizations, charities or other specialists. The work embodied through the lifetime of achievement can be paid or non-paid (volunteer).
Process

Individuals will be nominated for consideration.  Anyone can nominate the potential candidate including friends, family, co-workers or the nominee themselves.  Nominations are due by Noon, Friday, October 1, 2010.  All nominations will be considered by a panel of individuals outside the communications community.  A nomination will be kept for consideration for three years.

Selection Criteria

To be considered for selection, the nominee should demonstrate:
· extensive contribution to the practice of the profession – number of years in the field, evidence of impact on others, commitment to professionalism, leadership, mentoring and support of learning and best practices

· excellence in professional work – achievements, awards, honors, influence

· community involvement and participation – projects and initiatives to support the community through personal volunteer time, fund-raising, board positions, awards and honours.

How to Prepare a Nomination

In addition to the completed nomination form, please assemble and submit supporting documentation that demonstrates that the nominee is qualified for the  Lifetime Achievement award.
Include a written synopsis of no more than two pages summarizing the nominee’s qualifications and contributions. Include a resume, news clippings, letters of support or endorsement or other items that would illustrate the story of an individual who has demonstrated excellence in his or her communications career, outstanding leadership and support for the industry as a whole, and long-term support for the community or communities in which they have resided.

The selection committee will use the criteria outlined below as part of its deliberations. It is recommended that you use them as a guide as you put together your nomination.

To be eligible for a Lifetime Achievement award, the nominee must receive a minimum rating of 85 points out of 100.
